Charging with the Drop-in T

Tray Single-Unit Charger (SUC) \

1. Place the drop-in tray charger on a flat ‘
surface.

2. Insert the connector of the power supply ‘
into the Micro USB port on the front of the
drop-in tray charger. ‘

3. Connect the correct power supply to a
proper AC outlet.

4. Insert the radio into the tray, making sure

the radio is facing down and the charging ‘

contacts on the charger are aligned with

the contacts on the radio. ‘

Note: When charging a ‘
battery attached to a
radio, turn off the radio ‘
to ensure a full charge.
The radio fits in the ‘
charger with the holster
attached when placed ‘
face down in the tray.

Charging the Radio with the

Single-Unit Charger

1. Turn off the radio before connecting the
radio to the charger.

2. Connect the radio to the charger and make

sure that there is a clicking sound. Refer to
Figure 2.

3. Plug the AC Adaptor into a power outlet.

Operational Safety Guidelines

« Turn off the radio when charging battery.

« The charger is not suitable for outdoor use.
Use only in dry locations/conditions.

« Connect charger only to an appropriately
fused and wired supply of the correct
voltage (as specified on the product).

« Disconnect charger from line voltage by
removing main plug.

« The outlet to which this equipment is
connected should be nearby and easily
accessible.

* Maximum ambient temperature around the
power supply equipment must not exceed
40 °C (104 °F).

« Make sure that the cord is located where it
cannot be stepped on, tripped over, or
subjected to water, damage, or stress.

4. To detach the radio from the charger, pull
the radio away from the charger while
pressing the logo down. Refer to Figure 3.

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Charging Status LEDs

On the SUC, the radio charging pocket has an
LED indicator. The LED indicators are grouped \
into pairs to show which charging pockets are
paired. The LED is red when the battery is
charging, then it turns to green once the bat-

tery is fully charged. |
