Programmable Buttons

Programmable buttons allow you to activate a preprogrammed function
through the Top Key (TK), Side Key (SK1), or Side Key (SK2).

Your dealer programs the programmable buttons as shortcuts to radio
functions.

Getting Started
Attaching the Antenna
Set the antenna in the receptacle and turn clockwise.
E/; NOTE: It is not recommended to operate the radio without the
antenna.
Attaching the Battery
1. Align the battery with the rails on the back of the radio.

2. Press the battery firmly and slide upwards till the latch snaps into
place.

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Removing the Battery

1. Turn the radio off.

2. Slide the battery latch into unlock position.

3. Remove the battery from the slot at the bottom of the radio.

Charging the Battery

If you are charging the radio with a battery, turn the radio off.

1. Charge the battery by using the desktop charger.

2. Insert the battery or the radio with a battery into the charging dock.
The red LED illuminates.

Attaching the Belt Clip
Screw the belt clip provided with the radio into the screw holes.

Removing the Belt Clip

To detach the belt clip, remove the two screws from the screw holes.

Turning the Radio On and Off
Rotate the On/Off/Volume Control knob clockwise or
counterclockwise until a click sounds.
Adjusting the Volume
Turn the On/Off/Volume Control knob clockwise to increase the
volume, or counterclockwise to decrease the volume.
Connecting a Headset
1. Remove the accessory connector cover.
2. Plug the headset into the accessory connector on the radio.
Transmitting and Receiving Calls
1. Select the desired channel by toggling the Channel Selector knob.
2. Press and hold the PTT button, then start talking into the
microphone.
3. Release the PTT button to listen.
