To power the terminal on/off, press and hold On/Off Key.
Using the Terminal Menu

Press the End Key to terminate the call.

Making a Duplex Private Call/Phone/PABX Call

From the Home display dial a number. Press and release the Send Key. The ringing
sounds. The called party answers. Press the End Key to terminate the call.

Sending a New Message

Press the Menu Key and select Messages > New Message. Write your message.
Select Send. Select your message recipient. Select Send, or press the Send Key to
send the message.

Sending a Status Message

Select the desired group, then press the Menu Key and select Messages > Send
Status. Select a status and press the Send Key or PTT.
