(SUC) and Multi-Unit Charger (MUC) Kits
To ensure optimized charging performance, turn off the radio 
while charging unless the radio is transmitting data wirelessly on 
Wi-Fi or Bluetooth. Batteries charge best at room temperature.
1. This Single-Unit Charger and Multi-Unit Charger Kits can charge 

Motorola Solutions-approved batteries or approved radios with 
batteries.

2. This Single-Unit Charger and Multi-Unit Charger Kits can charge 
stand-alone batteries as listed in Table 1.

Charging Procedure
1. Plug the charger end of the power supply cord into the power 

receptacle.
Note: The power receptacle for the SUC is located at the side of the 

charger. The power receptacle for the MUC is located at the 
bottom of the charger.

2. Plug the wall receptacle end of the power supply cord into an 
appropriate AC outlet. A successful power-up sequence is 
indicated by a SINGLE FLASH GREEN on the charger indicator.

3. To charge a battery or a radio with the battery attached (radio 
must be turned off):
a. Insert the battery or radio into the charger pocket by aligning the 

groove on each side of the battery with the corresponding 
raised rail on each side of the charger pocket.

b. Press the battery towards the rear end of the pocket.
c. Slide the battery into the charger pocket, ensuring complete 

contact between the charger and battery contacts.
4. When the battery or radio is properly inserted into the charger 

pocket, the charger indicator illuminates in STEADY RED to
indicate the radio or battery is charging rapidly. When the battery is 
90% charged, the LED BLINKS GREEN to indicate that the battery 
is trickle charging. When the battery is nearly or fully charged, the 

charger indicator changes to STEADY GREEN. Refer to Table 4 
for the Charger LED Indications.

5. Use both hands to remove a radio or battery from the charger 
pocket, one hand to hold and support the charger while the other 
hand removes the radio or battery.

Troubleshooting
When troubleshooting, always observe the color of the LED:

(*) Normally, re-positioning the battery pack will correct this issue.
(**) Battery temperature is too warm or too cold or wrong power voltage is 

being used.

If there is NO LED indication:
1. Check that the radio with battery, or stand-alone battery, is inserted 

correctly.
2. Ensure the power supply is plugged into an appropriate AC outlet. 

(for Single-Unit Charger only).
3. Ensure the cable is plugged securely into the charger socket (for 

Single-Unit Charger only).
4. Ensure the power cord is plugged securely into the charger socket 

with an appropriate AC outlet and there is power to the outlet (for 
Multi-Unit Charger only).

5. Confirm that the battery used with the radio is a Motorola Solutions 
Authorized battery listed in Table 1.
