Radio Care

This section describes the basic handling precaution of the radio.

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Getting Started

This chapter provides instructions on how to prepare your radio for use.

Charging the Battery
Your radio is powered by a Lithium-lon (Li-lon) battery.

Prerequisites: Turn off your radio when charging.

Procedure:

e Charge your battery only in non-hazardous areas. After battery is charged, allow your radio to rest for
at least 3 minutes.

e To comply with warranty terms and avoid damage, charge the battery using a Motorola Solutions
authorized charger.

e Charge a new battery 14 to 16 hours before initial use for best performance.
Batteries charge best at room temperature.

NOTE:
You may charge your battery by connecting the USB charger to a nearby and easily accessible
wall power outlet.

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Chapter 6

System Overview

System overview explains what type of systems and modes available in the radio.

6.1
Capacity Max
Capacity Max is MOTOTRBO control channel based trunked radio system.

MOTOTRBO digital radio products are marketed by Motorola Solutions primarily to business and industrial
users. MOTOTRBO uses the European Telecommunications Standards Institute (ETSI) Digital Mobile Radio
(DMR) standard, that is, two-slot Time Division Multiple Access (TDMA), to pack simultaneous voice or data
in a 12.5 kHz channel (6.25 kHz equivalent).

6.2
Connect Plus

Connect Plus is a full trunking solution based on DMR technology. Connect Plus uses a dedicated control
channel for channel requests and allocations.

6.3
Other Systems

Other Systems include Conventional Analog and Digital modes, IP site connect, and Capacity Plus.

6.3.1
Conventional Analog and Digital Modes

Each channel in your radio can be configured as a conventional analog or conventional digital channel.

Certain features are unavailable when switching from digital to analog mode and analog to digital mode,
whereas some are available in both.

There are minor differences on how each feature works but they do not affect the performance of your radio.

6.3.2

IP Site Connect

This feature allows your radio to extend conventional communication beyond the reach of a single site by
connecting to different available sites by using an Internet Protocol (IP) network. This is a conventional
multi-site mode.

When the radio moves out of range from one site and into the range of another, the radio connects to the
repeater of the new site to send or receive calls or data transmissions. This is done either automatically or
manually depending on your settings.

In an automatic site search, the radio scans through all available sites when the signal from the current site
is weak or when the radio is unable to detect any signal from the current site. The radio then locks on to the
repeater with the strongest Received Signal Strength Indicator (RSSI) value.
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In a manual site search, the radio searches for the next site in the roam list that is currently in range but
which may not have the strongest signal and locks on to the repeater.

E/ NOTE: Each channel can only have either Scan or Roam enabled, not both at the same time.

Channels with this feature enabled can be added to a particular roam list. The radio searches the channels in
the roam list during the automatic roam operation to locate the best site. A roam list supports a maximum of
16 channels, including the selected channel.

NOTE: You cannot manually add or delete an entry in the roam list. Contact your dealer for more
information.

6.3.3
Capacity Plus

Capacity Plus is a cost effective and entry-level digital trunked system. It expands the capacity and extends
the coverage for single and multi-sites. The single and multi-sites dynamic trunking offers better capacity and
coverage.

NOTE: If you try to access a feature not applicable to Capacity Plus—Single-Site or Capacity Plus—Multi-
Site by using a programmable button, you hear a negative indicator tone.

Capacity Plus-Single-Site

Capacity Plus—Single-Site is a single-site trunking configuration of the MOTOTRBO radio system, which uses
a pool of channels to support hundreds of users and up to 254 groups.

This configuration allows your radio to efficiently utilize the number of available programmed channels while
in Repeater Mode.

Your radio also has features that are available in conventional digital mode, IP Site Connect, and Capacity
Plus.

Capacity Plus—Multi-Site

Capacity Plus—Multi-Site is a multi-channel trunking configuration of the MOTOTRBO radio system,
combining the best of both Capacity Plus and IP Site Connect configurations. It is also known as Linked
Capacity Plus.

It allows your radio to extend trunking communication beyond the reach of a single site, by connecting to
different available sites which are connected with an IP network. It also provides an increase in capacity
by efficiently utilizing the combined number of available programmed channels supported by each of the
available sites.

When your radio moves out of range of one site and into the range of another, it connects to the repeater
of the new site to send or receive calls or data transmissions.

Auto Fallback

If failures occur in the Connect Plus system, Auto Fallback is a system feature that allows you to continue
making and receiving non-emergency calls on the selected Group Contact.

If a failure occurs in the system, your radio attempts to roam to a different Connect Plus site. Your radio
searches for an operable Connect Plus site or a Fallback Channel.

A Fallback Channel is a repeater that is normally part of an operable Connect Plus site. This repeater cannot
communicate with either the site controller or Connect Plus network at that moment. In Auto Fallback mode,

the repeater operates as a single digital repeater. Auto Fallback Mode supports non-emergency Group Calls
only. No other call types are supported in Auto Fallback Mode.

If the site returns to a normal trunking operation while you are in the range of your Fallback repeater, your
radio automatically exits Auto Fallback Mode. When your radio successfully registers, a tone sounds.

If you are in the range of an operable site that is not in Fallback Mode, you can search and register on an
available site by pressing the Roam Request button. If no other site is available, your radio returns to Auto
Fallback Mode. If you are out of coverage of your Fallback repeater, your radio enters the Search Mode. The
display shows Searching.

16.1.1
Indications of Auto Fallback Mode

When your radio is using a Fallback channel, you hear the intermittent Fallback Tone approximately once
every 15 seconds (except while transmitting). The display periodically shows a brief message, Fallback
Channel. Your radio only permits PTT on the selected Group Contact (Group Call, Multigroup Call, or Site All
Call). It does not allow you to make other types of calls.

16.1.2

Calls in Fallback Mode

Calling in Fallback Mode is similar to making regular Group Calls. You can select Group, Multi-group, or Site
All Call contacts. While your radio is operating on the Fallback Channel, the Multi-group operates similarly to
other Groups. Only radios that are selected for that Multi-group can communicate on that channel. Calls are
not networked to other sites or other repeaters.

Emergency voice calls or Emergency Alerts are not available in Fallback mode. If you press the emergency
button in Fallback mode, the radio provides an invalid key press tone. Display-equipped radios also show the
message, Feature not available.

Private and Phone calls are not available in Fallback mode. If you attempt a call to a private contact, you will
receive a denial tone.
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Enhanced Traffic Channel Access (ETCA) is not supported in Auto Fallback Mode. If the PTT button is
pressed on two or more radios at the same time, both radios may transmit until the PTT button is released. In
this scenario, it is possible that none of the transmissions are understood by the receiving radios.

Bluetooth®

Supported systems:
E Capacity Max E Connect Plus BOther Systems

This feature allows your radio to connect to any Bluetooth enabled device through Bluetooth connection.

Your radio supports both Motorola Solutions and Commercially available Off-The-Shelf (COTS) Bluetooth
enabled devices. For example, headset, scanner, sensor device, and PTT-Only Device (POD).

The Bluetooth operates within a range of 10 meter (32 feet) line of sight. The Bluetooth function of your radio
has a maximum power of 2.5 mW (4 dBm) at the 10 m range.

This is an unobstructed path between your radio and your Bluetooth enabled device. For high degree of
reliability, Motorola Solutions recommends to not separate the radio and the Bluetooth enabled device.

If the voice and tone quality gets distorted or unclear, place your radio and the Bluetooth enabled device
close to each other to re-establish clear audio reception.

Your radio can support up to three simultaneous Bluetooth connections with Bluetooth-enabled devices of
unique types. Your radio connects to the Bluetooth-enabled device within range with either the strongest
signal strength or last connected device.

e Use the latest Bluetooth accessories (v5.0 and above) for enhanced connection security.

e Always adopt Bluetooth security best practices when using Bluetooth devices.

Your radio remains in emergency
mode. Once PTT button is released, Hot Mic receiving period timer
restarts.

send the request, and enters the Hot Mic directly.

Silent Emergency
Alarm

Your radio transmits an emergency notification without any audio or visual indi-
cators.

Silent Emergency
Alarm with Call

Your radio transmits an emergency notification without any audio or visual indi-
cators. Your radio suppresses all audio and visual indicators of the emergency
until you press and hold the PTT button to talk.

Silent Emergency
Alarm with Voice to
Follow

Your radio transmits an emergency notification without any audio or visual indi-
cators. When the Emergency Alarm is acknowledged, the Hot Mic is activated.
You can communicate with the group of radios without pressing the PTT button.

E/ NOTE: The indicators only appear when you press the PTT button.

Your dealer can set the Emergency On or Off function and button-press duration of the Emergency button.
Contact your dealer for more information.

Your dealer can program the Emergency Search tone. When the tone is programmed, the Emergency Search
tone sounds.

Emergency mode.

Job Tickets are retained even after the radio turns off and on again.

Depending on how your radio is programmed, Job Tickets are sort
by their priority level followed by time received. New Job Tickets, Job Tickets with recent changes in state,
and Job Tickets with the highest priority are listed first.

After reaching the maximum number of Job Tickets, the next Job Ticket automatically replaces the last Job
